Manitowoc County Chronicle December 1, 1906: “The citizens of our village were sad-
dened Sunday morning when the solemn tolling of the church bell announced the death
of Wm. Blum, an honored and respected citizen. Mr. Blum has been a patient sufferer
for some time, and the last few weeks his suffering has been beyond human strength
of endurance. Everything that human power could do, proved ineffectual and death
came as a relief to him. The deceased is now 66 years of age and has lived here
since boyhood. He joined the army when his country needed brave men, returning at
the close of the conflict to marry and take up the life of a farmer, which vocation
he has followed ever since. A widow, six daughters and one son are left to feel the
loss of his loving care. His funeral took place on Wed. afternoon from the Lutheran
church of which he was a devout member. An immense crowd of mourning friends fol-
lowed his remains to their last resting place.”
